The Toastmaster will introduce the Jokemaster early in the meeting. Your job is to 
go to the front of the room and tell a joke that is funny, clean, inclusive, and not 
derogatory toward any group or individual. This can be tricky as you might guess! 
If in doubt, check it out with the Toastmaster, a mentor or another member to get a 
second opinion. 
 
Typical sources of jokes are joke books, Internet searches, friends, family and 
other Toastmasters.    In today’s Internet dominant world,  one often receives 
unsolicited jokes – some appropriate for the joke of the day and some not 
appropriate.   You may wish to save the appropriate jokes in an electronic file for 
later use when you are assigned to be Jokemaster.
